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ABSTRACT
Forensic anthropology relies on deep knowledge and interpretation of the human skeleton, but

microscopic analysis of this living and dynamic tissue can often reveal information not obvious

to the naked eye. Skeletal biology methods, particularly bone histology and micro-CT, provide

alternative means for addressing questions of forensic interest, particularly in the case of highly

fragmented or otherwise altered remains. In this presentation, we will share recent and ongoing

work from our lab utilizing interdisciplinary knowledge and approaches focusing on the

differentiation and identification of species from fragmented remains and on improving methods

for estimating age-at-death using bone microarchitecture.
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
