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ABSTRACT
Concrete that has been exposed to AFFF through repeated fire training episodes contains PFAS. Leachate from intact concrete cores collected from areas with historical firefighting activities can contain 100s ug/L of PFAS.  This impacted concrete can serve as a continuing source of PFAS. A possible mitigation is to seal the concrete in place. This research project will test concrete sealants for their ability to contain the PFAS through a series of controlled field rainfall tests. 
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
