HOST BIO:
Dr. Genoa Warner an Assistant Professor in the Department of Chemistry and Environmental Science at the New Jersey Institute of Technology. She received her PhD in Chemistry from Carnegie Mellon University, where she worked to develop small molecule catalysts to degrade micropollutants in water. She completed postdoctoral training in reproductive toxicology in the Department of Comparative Biosciences at the University of Illinois at Urbana-Champaign. Her research on identifying the mechanisms of phthalate toxicity in the ovary is funded by a K99/R00 from NIEHS. Her interdisciplinary independent research program brings together her training in chemistry and biology to develop and apply new tools for environmental toxicology research. Her research focuses on the impacts of exposures from plastics on the female reproductive system, including chemical additives, alternative plasticizers, nanoplastics, and mixtures. Her long-term goal is to apply knowledge of endocrine disruption mechanisms in the design of safer alternative chemicals.
